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We’re faced with decisions every day. Sometimes the decisions are mundane or monotonous, but there are times when the decisions are life changing. Deciding what salad dressing to use vs. deciding what car you should buy require completely different methods of decision making and have differing impacts on our lives. Our goal is to discuss how we make decisions (both important and menial), discuss which decisions should God be an integral part, discuss how do we know we’ve made the right decision, and discuss whether there is more than 1 right decision in any given circumstance.

God becoming an integral part of our decisions

Read Deuteronomy 30:11-20

Read Hebrews 11:6 and Proverbs 3:5-6


After reading the above verses, how do you determine trusting God and having faith in Him vs. making your own decisions?





Did I make the right decision?


Have you ever heard someone say, “God just opened doors for me and I knew it was the right decision.” How do we decipher when God opens doors or if we imagined a door being opened? 


Think about the Indiana Jones clip we just watched. Do you feel like making the right decision always requires special thought and special knowledge?


Read Proverbs 2:11


When do we know we’ve made the right decision? Are there bells that go off? Will we not know for many years?


Should we have fear of making the wrong decision? Does that guide us or restrict us?


At times you believe that you have the right decision in your heart, but you decide to seek counsel and the counsel you seek has a completely different opinion. How do you determine what is right?





How many right answers are there when making a decision?
