	Read: Isaiah 1:11-20 – Discuss





Do you feel like there is an incorrect way to worship God? What have you experienced or what do you feel is the wrong way to worship God?


Read Psalm 100


What do you think about services/worship leaders that want you to get emotional or “feel” when you worship? Is that a good thing? 


Is the word worship and music synonymous in your mind? How can we worship without singing and still actually stay within our definition of worshiping God.


“Worship Music” - How important are the words that you are singing? Is it ok to sing a song before reading all the words first? What if you do not agree with the words of the song, would you stop singing?


Is it our goal to worship God 24/7 even when we are not “feeling it”?

Read 1 Cor. 13:1       Does this pertain to worshiping God as well? Are we only a resounding gong with no real substance when we are worshipping God incorrectly?


Read 1 Cor. 14:26-40      What does this say to our ideas of what worship should and should not be?


What should be our goal and purpose when worshipping God?
